RESOLUTION


WHEREAS, as Christians we are called by Jesus Christ to minister to the hungry, the sick and others who are in need; and


WHEREAS, part of the vision of First United Methodist Church of Winter Park as well as that of the Florida Conference of the United Methodist Church is to be on the move through intentional ministry that makes a difference in a world that needs to experience the transformation that comes through the power of God’s love through Jesus Christ; and


WHEREAS, we fulfill our vision in part through extending compassionate care to those in need and by welcoming new ideas and methods of doing ministry and worshiping God inspired by the movement of God’s Spirit; and  

WHEREAS, we have been presented with an opportunity which would help us fulfill this vision by using a second campus in downtown Orlando to extend compassionate care to those in need and providing a worship experience to the surrounding community.     


NOW THEREFORE, IT IS RESOLVED that First United Methodist Church of Winter Park shall promptly form a Florida not-for-profit corporation (herein called “South Street Ministry”) qualified under Section 501 (c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code and to be legally controlled by the Trustees of First United Methodist Church of Winter Park, and it is


FURTHER RESOLVED, that First United Methodist Church of Winter Park,  the Committee on New Church Development of the Florida Annual Conference, and the Committee on New Church Development of the East Central District of the Florida Annual Conference shall enter into a Memorandum of Understanding, setting forth goals and benchmarks for South Street Ministry, as well as the understanding of the parties that in the event the property is turned back over to the East Central District, any net proceeds of the sale of the property shall belong to the East Central District; provided that from the net proceeds of such sale, South Street Ministry shall be reimbursed for any amount expended by South Street Ministry to construct any buildings (less the balance of any mortgage loan used to construct such buildings) as well as for any amounts expended by South Street Ministry for capital improvements in the two year period prior to such turnover; and it is 

FURTHER RESOLVED that upon approval of the South Street Ministry by the Committee on New Church Development of the Florida Annual Conference, and the execution of such Memorandum of Understanding by all the parties thereto, but subject to the provisions of the next succeeding paragraph, South Street Ministry shall promptly acquire all of the real and personal assets of the existing Trinity United Methodist Church, South Street, Orlando, Florida, without cash payment but with the assumption of any debts or obligations of Trinity United Methodist Church, and subject to the trust clause typical of United Methodist local church properties as provided in The Book of Discipline, and it is


FURTHER RESOLVED, that the effective date for any action under this resolution shall be postponed until such time after January 1, 2011, that the Finance Committee of First United Methodist Church of Winter Park shall have determined that this congregation has current sufficient financial stability to commence the mission undertaking contemplated by this resolution; and it is

FURTHER RESOLVED that the assets of South Street Ministry shall be actively deployed and utilized for and in support of such ministries as First United Methodist Church of Winter Park may deem advantageous in the proclamation of the gospel and serving the needs of God’s people, and it is


FURTHER RESOLVED that the officers of First United Methodist Church of Winter Park and of the Trustees are authorized to enter into such agreements as they deem necessary or desirable in connection with such acquisition and such ministries.
